The District provides assistance to managers, landowners, and residents with 
conservation practices and management tools to protect near stream areas.

	Local Concerns: 1.  Our Stollsteimer Creek Watershed brochure was distributed to approximately 75 newcomers per month in our county through the "Welcome Wagon" program.
2.  Supervisors attended round table discussions about wild and scenic designations of rivers within our district boundaries.
3.  Wrote and distributed 2 newsletters biannually to over 590 cooperators.
4.  Obtained a Matching Grants award to offer a 50/50 cost-share program, "Conservation Helping Hand," to landowners to install conservation practices on their property.

4.  Sponsored a workshop featuring the NUTBAL program, proper grazing management, and plants that are poisonous to horses.

2.  Promoted polymer ditch/pond application (PAM).
3.  Promoted the CACD annual 6th grade poster contest by giving a presentation at the local school about conservation practices and awarding prizes for exemplary posters.
4.  Provided 2 scholarships for youth to attend Camp Rocky.
5.  Set up an information booth at the "Saving the Ranch" workshop.
6.  Provided landowners with conservation easement information and applications.
7.  Promoted forest health and fire protection through "Conservation Helping Hand" Program.
8.  "Real Life Science" class presentation and tour for 8th grade students focusing on soil erosion along Stollsteimer Creek.

	Water Quality and Quantity: 1.  Held Steering Committee Meetings to continue the efforts of the Stollsteimer Creek Watershed Project.
2.  Conducted water sampling at numerous points along Stollsteimer Creek monthly March-August.
3.  Promoted conservation planning and restoration work along Stollsteimer Creek.
4.  Promoted water conservation with PAM sales for sealing leaking ditches and ponds.
5.  Inventoried pre-1922 water right holders and the types of irrigation methods being used to help landowners improve water quantity and preserve existing water rights.
6.  Supervisors promoted "water banking" with legislators for agricultural landowners.

	Noxious Weeds: 1.  All subdivision reviews included provisions for noxious weed control.
2.  Promoted the CSFS Tree Sale.
4.  Conducted our annual grass seed and erosion control blanket sale.  Also provided seeders to landowners free of charge.
5.  Provided ATV weed sprayers to landowners free of charge.
6.  Worked with Archuleta County Weed Committee, Forest Service and subdivision property owners associations to control noxious weeds.
7.  Provided approved seed species lists that are effective for weed control to cooperators.
8.  Selected demonstration area for concentrated yellow toadflax weed control applications using biological control.
9.  Collaborated with Upper San Juan Weed District to acquire Recovery Act funds to inventory and treat noxious weeds within fuel reduction areas for the next 4 years.
