CHILD HEALTH PL AN PLUS  IN COLORADO:

Child Health Plan Plus (CHP+) is public low-cost health insurance for kids and pregnant 
women whose families earn too much to qualify for Medicaid, but not enough to pay for 
private insurance.

CHP+ has played an important role in providing insurance coverage and access to health care for children 
and pregnant women since 1997. Children without health insurance coverage are less likely than insured 
children to have a regular health care provider and to receive care when they need it. They are also 
more likely to begin receiving treatment after their condition has worsened, putting them at greater risk 
of hospitalization. Having health insurance can protect families from financial devastation when a child 
experiences a serious or chronic illness and can help children remain healthy, active and in school.2
