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FOREWORD
This study is the second of a series of 'four investigations relating

to problems in the field of School Administration in Colorado. The title

of thle report is "The Effect of Selected State Aid Plans on Public Educa-

tion in Colorado" and it presents an analysis of several possible methods

of equalizing educational opportunity. The work has been directed by

Dr. Arnold E. Joyal with the assistance of Mr. Fred Braun, Mrs. Grace

Shaw, Mrs. Mae Shanley, and Mrs. Olive Long. A staff of from forty to

sixty workers has done the statistical work and prepared the report. The

study was conducted over a period of about one year.

The citizens of Colorado face the problem of finding from some source

or sources increased support for public education. There have been a num-

ber of proposals to grant state aid from tax sources to the local school

t) districts, but thus far such state aid has not been forthcoming. At the

of? present time the only help which locel school districts receive from the

state government is the distribution of the income on the state permanent

school fund which normally amounts to less than $1750,000 per year. Dur-

ing the depression the entire amount of the state permanent school fund

has been distributed as per the statutes to the various counties which

have been unable to meet their obligations in maintaining the minimum

salary fund.

In this study an attempt has been made merely to present the facts

9 with regarc to the effect of various financial devices which might be

Qrr adaptable in the statu. No argument is presented herein for any particu-

- lar type of state aid, although the necessity for stete aid is demonstrat-

T" ed from the evidence submitted.

This study should be valuable to school superintendents, legislators

and other persons in the state who are concerned with knowing the facts

about the financing of public education in Colorado.

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CHAPTER I

INTRODUCTION

One of the several serious problems facing Public Education in Colorado

is the need for some provision for state aid for schools. At the present

time the State Government is contributing merely the income on the State

Public School Fund which amounts to less than $750,000 per year. This

amount of money represents about 3$ of the cost of public education in

the State of Colorado. There are only two states in the Union, Kansas and

Iowa, in which the state government normally contributes a smaller propor-

tional part of the total cost of public education. Education, therefore,

is supported locally, by counties and by school districts, in Colorado.

The Problem of Educational Inequality

Under the present system of local financing of public schools there

are great and unnecessary inequalities in educational opportunities. Some
communities have excellent schools; others have poor schools. These un-

democratic situations are the products of local conditions. Some of Colo-
rado's counties have ten times as much taxable wealth per pupil enrolled
in schools as do other counties. It is apparent, consequently, that even
if the county were the local unit for the complete support of education,
which it is not, some counties would have to levy ten times as much taxes
as others to pay for a comparable school program.

With such variations in amount of taxable wealth among the counties,
it is obvious that only through the distribution of state aid can there
be any equalization of educational opportunity. It is hopeless to try to

equalize educational conditions without it. For ten years the principle
that the wealth of the state should support the children of the state has
been recognized. In many American states equalization is already a reality,
at least to the extent of a guaranteed minimum level of educational program.
In a few states equalization is virtually complete for all communities at
all levels of education; for example, in North Carolina and in Delaware.

Several Methods of Achieving Equalization

There are several approaches to a solution of this problem of State
Equalization. In the first place equalization of a minimum program may
be effected merely by distributing uniform amounts of state aid to school
districts on some objective basis. Some of the bases which are currently
used are number of census children, enrollment, and average daily attend-
ance. If every district were given $5 for each pupil enrolled, it is

apparent that every district would have at least a certain minimum amount
of money. If the amount of money thus distributed is large enough, there
may be considerable equalization effected. In California, for example,
merely by distributing large amounts of state aid without regard to

equalization, as such, a large amount of educational equalization is

effected. Of course, the degree of equalization will be affected by
the particular apportionment basis used. Average daily attendance is

a better measure of local need than is the number of census children,
for example.
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A second and more approved method of obtaining equalization of

opportunity is through establishing the "need" of a district, (some

minimum level of educational program irt terms of expenditures, say

$1,000 per classroom unit)., then requiring the local tax unit to levy
some fixed uniform rate of taxation. The receipts from this uniform
tax rate levied on the assessed property of the district is called the

"ability". After this uniform tax has been levied, the state gives the
local district, as state aid, the difference between what the district
can raise from this uniform tax rate levy on its assessed wealth, (the

"ability") and the amount of its established minimum program, (the "need").

Equalization is a technical matter and it is neither necessary nor
desirable to consider its technicalities at this point. Let us turn
directly to the purpose and nature of this study.

The Purpose of This Investigation

This investigation is designed to consider tne relative merits of
several different types of State Aid and State Equalization Plans, as

these plans would operate if applied to the State of Colorado. The study
is made up of three major parts, presented in three separate chapters.

There are a number of state aid plans which have been proposed for
adoption in Colorado. Perhaps the best known and most significant one
is the so-called "Mort Plan", which was developed by a committee of the

Colorado Education Association in 1930-31. Another plan was suggested
by D. H. Harrison in a thesis written at the University of Denver in
1933. This proposal was, in part, that the state, through grants of
money to counties, should pay for the cost of all minimum teachers' sal-
aries in the state. Potentially, every state which has a plan for state
aid offers a suggestion to Colorado.

Specifically, this study will answer the following questions:

1. What would be the cost to the state of applying the same
equalization plan that was proposed by the C. E. A. five
years ago, based on data for the years 1933-34 and 1934-35
instead of for 1927-28?

2. At expenditure levels per classroom unit of $675 (elementary)
and $900 (high school), or $900 and $1,200, instead of the
original figures of $1,000 and $1,333, what would the cost
to the state be?

3. What significant changes have taken place in financial or
educational conditions in Colorado which would affect the
findings of the earlier study made by tne Colorado Education
Association?

4. What other state aid or state equalization plans are available
for use in Colorado? In particular, how would Harrison's plan
operate? How would other selected plans operate and with what
results, in terms of cost, tax relief, and amount of equaliza-
tion effected?





5. What would be the cost and what would be the effect in terms
of tax relief of the distribution of state aid at a number
of levels, based on the following measures of need, --school
census, average daily attendance, and classroom units?

The questions which are enumerated above will be presented in this
study as separate problems. Chapter II will present the "Mort Plan", and
repeat an investigation which was conducted in Colorado about seven years
ago. Chapter III will present the plan providing for the assumption by
the state of the cost of minimum salaries of teachers, referred to earlier
as the "Harrison Plan". Chapter IV will investigate the effects of other
plans for state aid at several different levels and on various bases.
Chapter V will summarize the investigations and present conclusions based
on the evidence.
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CHAPTER II

AN APPLICATION OF THE MORT PLAN TO COLORADO
FOR 1933-34 AND 1934-35

In December, 1931, the Colorado Education Assoc icti on published an
important study of school finance in a bulletin called "A Report on the
Reconstruction of the System of Financing Public Schools in the State of

Colorado". This was the final report of a Committee appointed in 1929 by
H. M. Corning, then President of the Association, to study plans for
equalization of education in the state. Two preliminary mimeographed
reports preceded the issuance of the final printed statement. This re-
port presented the summary of an equalization study conducted under the
supervision of Dr. Paul R. Mort of Teachers College, Columbia University.
The committee which directed the study had as its chairman R. J. Walters,
Dean of the College of Liberal Arts in the University of Denver, and con-
sisted of seven members.

The plan presented in this 1931 C. E. A, report is a typical applica-
tion of a state aid plan, or device for equalizing educational opportunity,
frequently referred to as "The Mort Plan". The report is very brief and

condensed. In some; respects it is too abbreviated. In the brief statement
which preceded the summary tables, the authors sketched the work of the com-

mittee, described the operation of this proposed equalization scheme, illus-
trated it graphically, commented on some special features of the proposed
program, and then, in a long table, gave the statistical data for each of
the larger school districts in the state showing the application of the plan.

This study of Mort's has been completed for more than five years. It

has been discussed before many meetings throughout all parts of the state.
Generally speaking, many school people and the better informed laymen of
Colorado are familiar with its basic proposals. However, nothing has ever
been done, as yet, to enact any of the proposals into law. Committees of
the Colorado Education Association have continued their study of school
finance problems in the state and are still convinced that the principles
underlying the Mort Plan are sound; that this plan offers the best means
yet devised for equalizing educational opportunity in the state. Com-
mittees of the Association and informed people have frequently and con-
sistently indorsed the plan for the Association.

Statement of the Problem Presented in this Chapter

It is the purpose of tnis section of the study to repeat the earlier
investigation published in 1931, thereby bringing up to date this report
previously made under the auspices of the Colorado Education Association,
It is recognized that, while the fundamental principles involved have not

changed, with the passage of several years and the advent of changed econonv-

ic conditions since the data for the earlier study were collected, there
have been important changes in certain factors affecting education in Colo-
rado. The findings of the earlier study with regard to the need of the
counties md their ability to finance a program have very certainly been
altered with the passage of years.

This study, then, does all ttoE-t the earlier study did and more. The
basic assumptions, measures of need, and levels of equalization are the
same as in the earlier study with the exception of minor refinements in

technique which are now available to research workers in this field*
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In this study, however, data for two separate years are used, which

means that the study has been done twice in all its detail. The years for

which data are presented are 1933-34 and 1934-35. One of the levels of

equalization is the same as in the earlier study, namely fr1,000 per class-

room unit for elementary schools and #1,333 per classroom unit for high
schools. Two other levels are also used. These expenditure levels are

equalized over the following revenue sources, which again are identical
to the ones used in the earlier study: (1) The income of the permanent
school fund distributed on 8 census child basis, (2) The proceeds of a gen-

eral county tax of 3 mills distributed back to the districts in terns of

the number of classroom units to which the districts are entitled, and

(3) The proceeds of a special school district tax of 2 mills.

As indicated above, the measure of need will remain the same, although

in this study the term "Classroom Unit", instead of "Pupil- Teacher Unit",
will be used. This newer term means just the same thing as "Pupil-Teacher
Unit", and, as will be explained later, a classroom unit is simply a number
of pupil-teacher units.

Sources of the Data

Data for this study have been taken exclusively from official reports
of the County Superintendent of Schools for the years indicated. These
County Superintendents' reports are on file in the office of the State
Superintendent and as a first step in this study e complete set of these
reports was duplicated for use by the research staff. The National Pupil-
Teacher Index which was used as a basis for assigning classroom units was
obtained from Supplement Three of the study made by Mort and others under
the auspices of the United States Office of Education and published by the
American Council on Education. It is called "State Support for Public
Education".

Justification of the Study

The equalization plan set forth in this study and popularly referred
to as the Mort Plan, is the most widely used device for equalizing educa-
tional opportunity in the forty-eight states. At least twenty states now
have laws which incorporate all, or at least many, of the principles which
underlie this Mort Plan. New York, the pioneer state in the adoption of the
plan, now distributes some three hundred million dollars per year. Florida,
Alabama, Missouri and several other states distribute amounts of money on
similar bases. Three states which have recently employed Professor Mort to
study the school system in their states and apply his plan to them are Ohio
and New Jersey in 1932, and Maine in 1934.

Although Colorado has made no significant change in its laws relating
to the financing of public education since 1921, the need for reform is be-
coming, each year, more acute. Space in this report does not permit a review
of the facts regarding the nature end extent of educational inequality in the
state. Another report to be published in this series will present these facts
in detail. It must suffice to say that each year a smaller number of counties
is receiving the meager amount of money which the state distributes as equal-
ization and that each year the disparity between ability and burden grows
greater. There is no question about the truth of this statement. It is clear-
ly demonstrable as a matter of fact.

This being the case, reform in our school finance system is inevitable.
It is not a question of whether or not a revision in our state aid system is
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necessary; rather it is the practical problem of which type of state aid

scheme Colorado should adopt. It does not follow that the reader should

infer that this so-called "Mort Plan" is the only good equalization plan.

In the judgment of the writer most of its provisions are sound, but other
plans have been, and are being, considered, and alternate plans are pre-

sented in another chapter in this study.

By way of summary, then, this study is justified: first, because it

will bring up to date an earlier investigation on Which a large amount of

money, tine and effort has been spent; second, because the underlying prin-

ciples of the earlier study are still fundamentally sound and completely
acceptable to those persons in the state who are informed regarding school
finance; and, third, because this study will present to any one interested
a complete statistical picture of the operation of the Mort Plan in each
school district in the state for the year 1933-34.

The Fundamental Principles Involved in the Mort Plan

There are two fundamental principles involved inMort's Plan, and
acceptance of these principles is essential before the plan can be serious-
ly considered. They are:

1. That equalization of a minimum educational program for all
children in the state is desirable and feasible, and

2. That local school districts should be encouraged to exceed
the minimum provided through the operation of state aid,

wherever possible.

As set up by the committee which made the earlier study, and, in
simple language, the plan for equalizing educational opportunity in Colo-
rado is as follows:

First, the need for education in every school district in the state
should be measured and expressed in terns of a standard unit, which will
be referred to as a "classroom unit". A classroom unit, then, is merely a

measure of the amount of support which the local district is entitled to

receive. The number of classroom units assigned to a particular district
will vary with the size of the school, that is to say, wi th the number of

pupils and teachers who constitute the school. A more complete statement
ana definition of "classroom unit" will be presented later.

Having obtained an objective statement of the needs of each school
district in the state, the state, through a system of grants of state money,
will then equalize educational opportunity by giving each school district
the amount of money it needs, if any, over and above the proceeds of cer-
tain uniform taxes, to provide for a minimum offering in every school dis-
trict. The minimum offering set up in this study is first $1,000 per
classroom unit in elementary schools and $1,333 per classroom unit in high
schools. Also two other lower expenditure levels are considered. Thus the
state would not give the district all of this money, because each district
can, and should, provide some of it. The state will give the district the
amount over and above the receipts from certain definite and uniform county
and district taxes.

An explanation of just ho\v the plan Will work in a particular district
will probably be more meaningful than an abstract discussion. Consider, as
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example, District 2 (Wray) in Yuma County. Disregard the County High
School. District 2, according to the National Pupil-Teacher Index, is

entitled to 13.41 elementary classroom units. (Actually, they employ
13 teachers.) The need of this district will be, therefore, 13.41 times

$1,000 (per elementary unit), or £13,410. Now let us say that from the

three sources of revenue which each district may draw upon (and these
will be explained later) District 2 obtains $5,740. Thus its "need" is

$13,410 and its "ability" is #5,740. It may be said District 2 could be

equalized at the level of the minimum program if the state were to give
it the difference between $13,410 and $5,740, or $7,670.

The three sources which each district would be required to utilize
ire

:

1. Its share of the income of the permanent school fund distributed
on a census child basis. Basic to the adoption of this plan is the

assumption that the income of the permanent school fund, which has av-

eraged about $705,732 per year during the past seven years, should be

distributed to the districts in terms of their school census. Using
1933-34 figures as a basis for the compute ti on, each district would re-

ceive $2.23 per census child. The amount varies slightly from year to

year. In 1934-35 it would have been $2.30.

2. The income from a county general school tax of 3 mills allocated "^

to the district in terms of its proportionate number of classroom units.
Thus the same county tax rate would be levied in every county whether
rich or poor. Then having collected the money on c county-wide basis,
it should be distributed to the districts within the county in terms of »-3

their need based on classroom units. This process, in itself, would re-
sult in a considerable amount of equalization within individual counties.
The amounts which would be distributed to districts would vary, of course,
in terms of the wealth of the county and the relative number of children
attending school in the county. Using 1933-34 data as a base, these
amounts would vary from $116 in Montezuma County to $863 in San Juan
County.

3. The income from a special school district tax of 2 mills. Every
paw

district would levy this tax before any state aid would be allotted. The
district could then levy as much more as it wished, within legal tax lim-

its. The amount produced by this tax, obviously, would vary with the
wealth of the particular district.

If the stqte were to guarantee to every school district in the state
an amount of money equal to the difference between the ability of the dis-
trict as judged by receipts from the above three sources and the need of
the district in terms of some fixed amount per classroom unit, it is appar- C

ent that there would be equalization of educational opportunity at that
level. It would be necessary then to make only one further assumption,
namely, that a given amount of money will purchase the same amount of edu-
cation under all circumstances. While this is, obviously, not true, it is

apparent that, for the present at least, it makes a reasonable working
assumption.

The Classroom Unit as a_ Measure of Need Colorado Collection

As stated previously, the National Pupil-Teacher Index, which was used
as a basis for assigning classroom units in this study, was1 developed by
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the national Survey of School Finance under the auspices of the United

States Office of Education. This index was not available when Mori's

earlier study was made. Consequently Mort used an index which was spe-

cially prepared for the occasion. This index is described in the C. E. A.

Bulletin, and the description will not be repeated here. Before deciding
to adopt the National Pupil- Teacher Index, recognizing that there might
be a disparity between it and the index used earlier, a careful check was
made. The differences between the National Index and the earlier index
were very slight-- in fact, almost negligible. In view of the fact that

the National Index was based on data from tairty- three states end was ex-

pressed as a formula from which convenient calculators can be developed, it

was decided to use it rather than the earlier and cruder measure.

The full procedure for the derivation of this National Pupil-Teacher
Index is given in the volume "State Support for Public Education". A sum-

mary and a graphic illustration is given on pages 120-23 of that volume.

This graph shows the relationship between the number of units of average
daily attendance and the actual number of classroom units into which they
are divided in actual practice in t.ie United States. The average number of
teachers in an elementary school with an average daily atiendrnce of 5 is

1.00; with an average daily attendance of 10, 1.00; with an average daily
attendance of 15, 1.01; and so on up to an average daily attendance of 295,
when the average number of teachers is 9.66. A formula, indicated on the
ch'. rt by the line passing through the points just mentioned, was adopted as

r -presenting actual practice. The; formula is as follows: In any elementary
school which employs only one teacher allow one classroom unit regardless
of the number of pupils in average daily attendance. Iv. any elementary
school v/hich employs two or more teachers allow one classroom unit for any
aver. a.• daily attendrnce up to and including 21. If the school has more
thtn 21 units of f.vsj age daily attendance, but not more than 42, allow one
clr ssroom unit for the first 21 pupils rnd 1/21 classroom unit for each
additional pupil. If the school has Tiors than 42 pupils in average daily
attendance, but not more than 290, allow two classroom units for the first
42 pupils in over- o daily attendance md 1/31 additional classroom unit
for each additional pupil. If the school has an average daily attendance
of mor -1 than 290, count 1/29 classroom unit for each pupil in average
daily attendance*

A similar procedure was followed in the case of high schools, and a

formula was derived for obtaining the number of classroom units to which a

given high school is entitled. This formula, may be stated as follows:
allow one classroom unit for the first 6 pupils in average daily attendance.
In schools with more than 6 pupils, but not more thar. 36 pupils in average
daily attendance, allow one classroom unit for the first 6 pupils and one
additional classroom unit for each additional 15 pupils. If the school has
more than 36 pupils in average daily attendance, but not more than 726,
allow 3 classroom units for the first 36 pupils in average daily attendance
and 1/23 classroom unit for each additional pupil. In schools of more than
726 pupils in average daily attendance, count 1/22 classroom unit for each
pupil in average daily attendance.

Application of the "Mort Plan" for the Years
1953-34 a-nd 1934-35 at Three Expenditure Levels

This investigation applies the "Mort Plan" of equalization to the
approximately 2,050 school districts of the State of Colorado for two dif-
ferent years and at three different expenditure levels, six separate studies
in all. Probebly the 1933-34 study of the effects of the plan at $1,000
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per elementary classroom unit and $1,333 per high school classroom unit is

the most significant of the six applications. For this reason it is pre-

sented first. As was indicated earlier, this is a repetition of a study

made in 1927-28. The following tables show the result of this first applica-

tion ($1,000 and $1,333) for the year 1933-34.

Tables I and II present a summary of the data on attendance and teacher

units, by counties. Table I enumerates for the school year 1933-34 the av-

erage daily attendance, the number of classroom units, and the actual number

of ter.chers employed for each county in the state. The table is read as

follows: In Adams County the average daily attendance in 1933-34 was 3,996.5

units. There were 206.66 classroom units in the school districts of tne

county. Actually, the county employed 203 teachers. It will be noted that

the totals for the state are es follows: average daily attendance, 191,263.8;

classroom units, 9,763.83; and actual number of teachers employed, 9,153.

Table II gives the same data for 1934-35. It will be noted that totals are

very similar, there being a difference of only about 73 classroom units in
the two years.

That there are more classroom units allowed than there are actual
teachers employed results from the fact that in the larger school systems,

particularly in districts like Denver, Pueblo end Colorado Springs, the

pupil- teacher ratio is greater than 29 to 1 in the elementary schools or 22

to 1 in the high schools. These figures, it will be remembered, are tne

basis for constructing the National Pupil-Toeeher Index. In a more nearly
normal year (it will be recalled that 1933-34 was during the depression) the

actual number of teachers employed would be greater than 9,153, and the
pupil- teacher ratio in Colorado's larger systems would more nearly approxi-
mate the national average as it was established in 1930-31.

Table III shows the application of this equalization plan to the Colo-
rado* counties for the year 1933-34. Using Adams County as an example, the
table is read as follows: The county has 206.66 classroom units. Its
assessed valuation is $22,633,000. If the state aid of 42.30 per census
child were distributed, tne county would receive $13,896. A general three
mill tax levied on the property of the county would produce $61,627. A spe-
cial tax of two mills levied on each of the school districts of the county
would produce $45,269. The sum of the last three figures (census aid, coun-
ty tax, and district tax) equals ^120,379. If the minimum program in this
county were to be equalized at $1,000 (elementary) and |il,333 (high school)
per classroom unit, it would take $76,442 of state aid (the difference be-
tween the cost of the minimum program and the total revenue available from
the three sources mentioned). This is an average amount of state aid per
classroom unit of $338. For the state as a whole, it will be noted that the
cost of equalizing this program at the levels indicated is $4,951,244.

It should be pointed out that this amount of state aid, $4,951,244 is
over and above the state aid currently granted. It will be remembered that
the income on the permanent school fund, which during the last ten years has
averaged $705,732 was distributed on a census basis in computing these
amounts of state aid. Putting this statement another way, in the year 1933-
34 $4,951,244 would have made possible an equalized school program in the
9,768.33 classroom units in the State of Colorado at an expenditure level
of $1,000 per classroom unit in elementary schools and $1>333 per classroom
unit in high schools, over and above present state aid, a county tax of three
mills, and a district tax of two mills.

Table IV presents the same data as found in Table III except that they
are for the next year, 1934-35. It will be observed that, in general, the

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data are comparable to those indicated for 1933-34. There is very little

difference between the two years. As was indicated errlier there are about

73 fewer classroom units in 1934-35 than in 1933-34. The assessed valuation
of the state increased a little, about four million dollars. As a result

of the reduction in these two totals the amount of state aid needed was re-

duced slightly, from $4,951,244 to $4,880,777, or $70,467. This is a chenge

of only about 1.5 per cent, which is not very significant. Apparently,

therefore, these two years are about alike so far as need for state aid

under this plan goes.

The average reader, of course, will be interested not so much in data

for the entire stete as for some particular school district. Obviously, it

was necessary to make these state computations district by district. Table

Z which begins on page 99 of Appendix I presents this series of computations

for 1933-34. Each school district in the state is enumerated by county, and,

for each district, the same data are given as in Table II. On page 9"9 which
lists Adams County, consider District No. 1, for example. Reading across
the table, one obtains the following facts: District 1 has 8.94 classroom
urits and an assessed valuation of $1,011,000. From state aid distributed
on a census basis, the district would receive $787. The district's share
of the county three mill tax distributed back to the district on a class-

room unit basis is $2,906. h. special tax of two mills on the property of

the district will produce $-2,022. The total revenue thus produced from
these three sources is $5,715 ($787 plus $2,906 plus $2,022). Although it

is not shown in this table, the minimum program in this district is $8,940
(8.94 x $1,000). The amount of state aid needed to equalize the program
in this district is $3,225 ($8,940 minus $5,715) or $360 per classroom unit

(#5,715 divided by 8.94).

Variations in Amounts Raised by County Taxes

One of the interesting evidences of the need for a state aid in Colo-
rado is brought out very clearly in the computations for distribution of
the county three-mill general tax. As was indicated earlier, some counties
ere rich and others are poor. Under this Mort Plan the receipts from the
county tax are distributed back to the districts of the county on a class-
room unit basis. That is, the receipts are computed and that total amount
of money which will be received is divided by the number of classroom units
in the county. If the county is high in assessed valuation and has rel-
atively few children, and hence few classroom units, the amount of money
distributed to the districts per classroom uuit will be relatively large.
If the opposite is true the amount will be small.

Table V indicates the variations in amounts for each of the two yuars
studied. In both years San Juan County (Silverton is the county seat) was
high with $863 and $958 per classroom unit. In both years Montezuma County
(Cortez is the county seat) was low with $116 and $115 per classroom unit.
In about half of the counties the amounts raised were between $200 and $300.
However, in 6 counties the amounts exceeded $500 and in 9 counties were less
than $200.

Comparison with the Earlier Study

Table VI presents a comparison of this study which has used 1933-34
data with Mort's earlier study, based on date for 1927-28. The data are
presented by counties and the table should be read as follows: In Adams
County in 1927-28 there were 179.98 classroom units; in 1933-34 there were

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206.66 classroom units. In 1927 the assessed valuation of property in

iidans County was $.31,435,460; in 1933 this valuation had shrunk to

$22,099,050. In 1927-28 it would have taken #19,830 of state aid to

equalize a program at $.1,000 and $1,333 per classroom unit. In 1953-34

$76,442 would have been needed to make this equalization.

For the state as a whole, it will be noted that the comparative totals

are as follows: 9,471.43 classroom units in 1927-28 as against 9,768.83

in 1933-34; an assessed valuation of $1,565,290,666 against #1,099,496,555;

and total state aid needed of #2,045,976 as against #4,951,244 in 1933-34.

Classroom units remained about the same but the amount of state aid needed

had increased by #2,905,268, or more than doubled.

Table VII makes these same comparisons for the years 1927-28 and

1934-35. The table is read in precisely the same manner as Table VI and,

in general, the comparisons are very similar.

Table VIII presents comparative data for 1933-34 and 1934-35. It is

presented as a convenience to the reader interest in checking data for

these two years.

Reason for Large Increase in the Cost of the Mort Plan
in 1933-34 as Compared with 1927-28

The striking difference in the cost of administering the plan in

1933-34 (#4,951,244) as compared with the cost in 1927-28 ($2, 045, 976) may
be puzzling to the reader. The number of classroom units (9,471 as com-

pared to 9,768) is not significantly different. However, the difference
in the assessed valuation of the state for those years was #465,794,111,
or nearly half a billion dollars. This is well over one- third of the
present assessed valuation of the state. When one considers the signif-
icance of this difference it becomes apparer-t that, with so much less
property to assess and tax locally, but with the cost of the minimum pro-
gram remaining about constant, a much larger amount of state aid would
be needed. It would be needed to offset the shrinkage in local revenue
accruing from the loss in local taxes.

One must remember that five mills of tax is levied on all local
property under the Mort Plan, a three mill county tax and ; two mill dis-
trict tax. The difference in the amount of new state aid needed between
these two years is about #2,950,000. This difference may be reconciled,
in large measure, as follows: The tax which would be raised on #465,000,000
at five mills is #2,325,000 which, in itself, very nearly equals the dif-
ference in cost. If one adds to this figure the sum of #40,000 represent-
ing the approximate additional cost of the 297.4 additional classroom units,
the figures are almost completely reconciled (#2,325,000 plus #400,000
equals #2,725,000). In other words, when one takes into account the in-

creased number of classroom units and the decrease in the assessed valua-
tion of the state, the difference in cost of applying the plan between
these two particular school years is adequately explained.

Application of the Mort Plan at Lower Expenditure Levels
,

To anyone familiar with the problems of public school finance in
Colorado, it is apparent that from a practical standpoint it would be very
difficult to put into effect any equalization plan which would require

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such a lerge amount of state aid. The level of equalization is too high.

So much money would probably r.ot be available. There is no apparent reason

to believe that educational conditions in 1936 (the date of writing) are

markedly different from what they w^re in 1933-34. The assessed valuation

of the state has not increased appreciably since 1933 and, as has beer,

indicated, that is the most important single factor affecting cost. Fur-

thermore, the number of classroom units in the state is constantly increas-

ing with the constant increase in school population.

For these reasons it was deemed desirable to repeat this equalization
study using the same basic data, but assuming two lower expenditure levels

than the one used in 1927-28. It seemed desirable to use levels of expendi-

ture i,vhich would require, as state aid, amounts of money more nearly

$2,000,000, the amount indicated in the earlier' study. Consequently, two

lower levels were selected. Thesa levels were £675 per elementary unit

end $900 per high school unit, and $900 per elementary unit and $1,200 per

high school unit. The comput; tioiis were made for both years, 1933-34 and
1934-35. It will be observed that thes- two p: irs of expenditure levels
bear the same ratio of elementary to high school costs as do the earlier
figures of vl>000 and §1,333. The ratio of high school costs to elementary
school costs lias been found to be about 4 to 3. All these figures then are
in the same ratio.

Furthermore, these particulr-r levels are desirable ones because they
are multiples of $75, the legal minimum monthly sclary of teachers in

Colorado. The first figure, $675, is the minimum snlcry of $75 per month
for 9 months, whereas $900 is the minimum salary for 12 months.

Table IX presents the date or. costs at these two lower expenditure
levels, by counties. Table IX is read as follows: In Adams County, where
there are 206.66 classroom units, an amount of v 38,736 would have been
needed to equalize 6 program at $675 and $900 per classroom unit in 1933-34.
In 1934-35 the amount needed would have been $40,383. At the higher level
the amounts needed in 1933-34 end 1934-35 would have been ', 84,33? and
$87,848, respectively. The totrls for the state ??re shown to be $2,150,121
in 1933-34 and $2, 103, 199 in 1934-35 at the lower level, and y 4, 093, 445 and
$3,997,888, respectively, at the higher level of £900 and $1,200 per classroom
unit.

Table X presents a comparative summary for- the years 1933-34 and
1934-35. Like Table VIII, it is presented merely es a convenience to the
reader who wishes to chjck date for th~ two yecrs.

Because of the greet length of a table which enumerates tnese data
for each individual school district in the state, no such table is included
in this study. If the reader is interested in obtaining or checking tnese
complete date, he may examine the computations and tabulations in the office
of the Superintendent of Public Instruction, Room 127, State Capitol.

It is unnecessary in a report of this kind to include the many
detailed tables which must be developed before the summary tables

can be completed. Of course it was necessary to make many such

detailed tables and the Survey has on hand a great mass of orig-

inal computations and valuable typewritten materials. Research work-

ers interested in the field of state aid may wish to know about and

have access to these materials. Any .committee of the State Teachers'

Association of the Legislature which may be called upon to formulate
a state aid plan nay wish to use these materials. They are all on

file at the Office of the State Superintendent of Public Instruction,
and, although they cannot be permitted to circulate, they may be used
in that office.

For example, in order to develop the figure on total classroom
units in a county, it is necessary to make a separate set of computa-
tions for each school district. For each of these districts, it is

necessary to determine the number of pupils in average daily attend-
ance in the elementary school and in the high school and assign
classroom units to each. These are separate computations. Then
also, it is necessary to compute the allowance to be made for the
number of pupils resident in the districts who are sent to other
school, districts, and similarly the number of pupils received from
other districts. In the case of the former, an allowance is charged
against the district for these pupils educated elsewhere, and in
the case of the pupils received the district is credited with addi-
tional classroom units. If the district provides transportation, it

is necessary to compute the number of classroom units allowable for
such expenditure, one unit being allowed for each i' 1,600 of expendi-
ture. Obviously, this involves a considerable amount of work and
very careful checking.

Table XI is a sample of the kind of table which is on file at

the State Department. This table presents s detail for the year
193^-35, by counties, of the number of classroom units obtained from
each of these five calculations, a similar table is available for
the year 1933-34.

In checking computations, it is frequently helpful to use summary
tables. By comparing data, county by county, for two different years,
errors are likely to become apparent. Where noticeable differences
are observed, careful investigation as to the cause of the difference
is made and many errors are thus averted. Many such tables were devel-
oped by the research staff.

Table XII, which is listed at the top of page 33, is a sample state
summary. This particular table gives the number and per cent of dis-
tricts receiving state aid under the Mort Plan at |l,000 and $1,333 per
classroom unit, by the amount of aid received in 1934-35.

CHAPTER III

AN APPLICATION OF THE HARRISON PLAN TO SCHOOL
DISTRICTS IN COLORADO FOR 1933-34.

There are several major approaches possible to an equalization of

educational opportunity in this state. One plan, the so-called Mort Plan,

has already been presented. Another which provides for large amounts of

state aid without any attempt at "equalization", as such, may be quite as

effective under certain conditions. In California, for example, the state

equalizes public education at a high expenditure level, and yet no "equali-
zation" aid is riven. The state merely distributes large amounts of money.

In the case of California the amounts are in excess of $1,400 per class-

room unit in elementary schools. By giving such large amounts of money
from the state treasury, a high degree of equalization of opportunity re-

sults. It is apparent that if the state were to give every district $1,40
per teacher unit they would be "equalized, ai least to the extent of $1,400.
This general plan for effecting equalization is called "the large fund plan"

in contrast to "the small fund plan", which is typified by Mort's program.

Description of the "Harrison" Plan

In 1934 Donald L. Harrison wrote a Master's thesis at the University
of Denver entitled "A Proposed State Aid Plan for Public Education in
Colorado". In this study Harrison proposed that the state assume respon-
sibility for the complete support of the minimum program, which at the

present time is fixed by law at $75 per regular teacher, per month. He
suggested in this thesis that the state from its treasury pay to each county,

for the benefit of the districts within the county, an amount of state aid
equivalent to <fr75 per classroom unit for each month of school actually main-
tained in the county. (The number of regular teachers is roughly equivalent
to the number of classroom units in a district. ) After this state aid had
been distributed, the county should levy a general county tax sufficient to

produce xvhatever money might be needed to meet district school budgets over
and above the state aid of $75 per classroom unit per month. His study
determined the cost of such a state aid plan and the degree of equalization
and local tax relief which would result from its adoption. The thesis did
not discuss ways and means of raising the money necessary to finance the
plan. The amount needed was found to be approximately three million dollars
per year.

There are many people who believe that from the standpoint of prac-
tical considerations this plan is feasible. Such persons point to the
fact thf t the assumption of the minimum salary by the state would consti-
tute a logical first step in state aid and would be a simple, direct way
of getting a rather high degree of equalization of opportunity. They point
out that if the state did not wish to assume the full burden of $75 per
month, it might well begin with a program of $50 per month or perhaps less;
that once the effect of a $75 program were determined, it would be easy to
estimate the cost and effect of other less-expensive programs.

For these reasons it was decided to repeat the study which Harrison
made in 1932-33, and with more recent data. This so-called "Harrison
Plan" operates as follows: The state distributes to each county -from the
state treasury an amount of money equivalent to $75 per classroom unit
per month of school maintained. For purooses of administration it is

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desirable to assume some minimum length of school year. In this study a

term of nine months has been assumed, which is equivalent to saying that

the state shall distribute to each county $675 per classroom unit per
year. After this state aid has been distributed, it is necessary to de-

termine the amount of money needed in the county for the support of schools

over and above this minimum program. (In this study the actual expenditure
for current costs in the year concerned was assumed to be the amount needed.

In other words, this study accepts present practice.) The total amount of

money thus needed over and above state aid is divided by the assessed valua-

tion of the county to obtain the general county tax rate. This general
county rate is then subtracted from the present total rate for general
county and special district purposes to determine the amount of tax relief

resulting, if any. Thus, under this plan, there is equalization within
the county for the balance of the program over and above that part paid

for by the state.

Table XIII shows the amount of state aid needed for the Harrison plan
at various levels, and the median amount of tax relief effected by counties.

It will be noted that the plan has been applied at four different levels,

first $600 per classroom unit, or the minimum salary for 8 months. Next,

the plan was applied at £575 per classroom unit. Third, the plan was
applied it $600 per elementary unit and $800 per high school unit. Fourth,
it was applied at $675 per elementary unit and $900 per high school unit.

The table indicates the amounts of aid needed at each of these levels by
counties.

The median amount of tax relief which would be effected under this
plan at these rates is shown in the four columns at the right of the table
The table is therefore read as follows: In Adams County if the state were
to assume a minimum program at $75 per classroom unit for 8 months, the
cost v;ould be $125,226.00; at $675 per classroom unit the cost would be

$140,882,00, etc. The median, or average, amount of tax relief which
would be effected in the districts in Adams County under the first plan
would be 3.9 mills. At the higher rate of $675 it would be 4.4 mills, etc.

Ree son Why More Extended Data are not I ncluded

As was the case with the Mort study, this Harrison Plan was applied
to data for the year 1934-35 as well as for 1933-34. A rather large
amount of tabular material was developed in connection with these studies.
It may appear strange that more of the material has not been included in
this report.

In comparing this study for 1933-34 with the one which Harrison made
for data on the previous year, it was noted that no very great differences
could be observed. For this reason no extended treatment is given this
plan in this report. Complete data for both years are on file in the
Office of the State Superintendent and detailed tables present the find-
ings of these studies. It is felt that this summary table will meet the
needs of the average reader. Anyone who desires more information should
consult Harrison's study which is available in the Mary Reed Library of

the University of Denver, or the data which are on file at the Office of
the State Superintendent of Public Instruction.
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CHAPTER IV

THE EFFECT OF APPORTIONMENT OF STATE AID AT VARIOUS
RATES AND ON THREE BASES IN TERMS OF LOCAL TAX RELIEF

The previous chapters of the study have applied two specific state aid

plans to the school districts of Colorado. As was indicated in the dis-

cussion of the Harrison Plan, it is not necessary to distribute aid on en
"equalization basis", that is, in amounts varying with the wealth of the

local districts, to effect equalization. Nor is it necessary to distrib-
ute large amounts of aid, although Harrison's scheme does involve a large

state contribution. Many states distribute state funds to school districts
on some uniform basis, such as school census or average daily attendance,
and the resulting equalization opportunity is often of considerable signif-
icance.

Reasons for Making this Particular Study

In any state aid plan which is likely to be adopted in Colorado in
the near future, there is almost certain to be some provision which would
make use of state aid distributed on a school census, enrollment, or av-

erage daily attendance basis. For example, it is very probable that there
will be introduced into the Thirtieth Legislature, in January, 1937, one

or more bills which will propose that ell, or part, of the receipts of a

graduated income tax be dedicated to education. Almost certainly one of

these bills will provide for distribution of some income tax money on a

school census or average daily attendance basis. If legislators and school
people are to react intelligently to any such proposal they must have the
facts as to just how any plan will operate in practice. This study pre-
sents the facts.

The principal argument for distribution of state aid to local school
districts, at least in this state at the present time, is that the burden
of taxation on local property should be relieved and that the tax rates
for county, city, and school district taxes should be materially lowered.
Distribution of aid on this basis, provided it be used as a replacement
for other taxes, will effect this end. For these reasons, therefore, it

appears to be desirable to study the effects, in terms of tax relief
effected in local districts, of z id of various amounts and on several
bases distributed to the school districts in Colorado.

The Rates and Bases of Apportionment Studied

The following computations htve been made and are presented in this

chapter. State aid was assumed to be distributed on three separate bases:

(1) Number of census children: (2) Average daily attendance; (3) Class-
room units. For each basis several different expenditure levels were
considered. In the case of school census the effect on each individual
school district was studied for an apportionment of $2.00, $3.00, $4,00,
$5.00, $10.00, $15.00, $20.00, $25.00, $30.00, $35.00, $40.00, and $45.00.
For A. D. A. the rates $3.00, $5.00, $7.50, $10.00, $15.00, $20.00, etc.
to $45.00 were studied. On i classroom unit basis the effect of appor-
tionment of $200, $300, $400, $500, $600, $700, $800, $900, $1,000, $1,100
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and $1,200 was determined. It will be noted that this involved 34 sets

of calculations, each set of calculations involving figures for ever

2,000 school districts in the state.

The tables which fgllow present summaries of the effect of the

distribution of state aid at these several levels on various bases.

First, there is a series of tables which is based on the school census;

second, a series based on average daily attendance; and, finally, a set

of tables based on classroom units. In general, only state summary
tables are given in this chapter but in the case of the first base,

school census, four county tables are presented in the main body of

the study. The rest of the county tables may be found in the Appendix
as will be explained later.

Apportionment on _a School Census Basis

The school census is defined in Colorado as the number of children
six to twenty years of age, inclusive. School districts are required
by law to enumerate the children in their district each year. Under the

present state aid law, the so-called "Minimum Salary Law", the school
census may be used as a basis for apportioning money to the counties and

school districts. As a matter of fact, however, no state money has
actually been distributed on this basis during the last few years
because there has not been enough money even to provide the amounts
needeu to equalize the minimum salaries of teachers.

In practice, therefore, the school census is established in this
state as a basis for distributing state aid. It is not a very good or
a very desirable basis for state aid. Authorities in the field of
school finance are virtually unanimous in condemning it. It is not a

fair basis, first, because number of children in the school census
bears no necessary relationship to the number of children who actually
attend public school. Many children may be over school age, yet under
twenty-one. Or children may attend private or parochial school. With
the school census as a basis, the district receives aid for many children
who do not attend school. It is theoretically possible to have a con-

siderable number of children enumerated in the census but none actually
enrolled in school.

In spite of these and other criticisms which may be leveled against
school census as a basis for state aid it is quite likely that it will
be given consideration as a basis for aid, principally because it is

understood and is established in practice under the present state aid
statute.

Table XIV, which follows, indicates, in summary, for the state as a

whole, the effect of the distribution of aid based on the school census
in terns of local tax relief. The table lists the number of school dis-

tricts which would receive tax relief to the extent indicated in the table.
The table is read as follows: If state aid of ^2.00 per census child were
distributed to all the school districts in the state, there would be 59
districts which would receive local tax relief to tne extent of less than
.10 mills; 1,595 districts would receive tax relief to tne extent of from
.10 to .99 mills; 315 would receive relief to the extent of from 1.00 to

1.99 mills, etc. Or, putting the same idea another way, tne table may be
interpreted thus: If the state were to give each of the 2,000 or more
school districts in the state $2.00 from its treasury for each child who
is resident in the district and between the ages of six and twenty, there
would be 59 districts which could lower their local property tax rate by

some amount less than .10 mills; 1,595 districts which could lower their
local rate by some amount between .10 and .99 mills, etc. It is apparent
that if the state gives the local district money which is collected from
.state taxes, there will be less need for local taxes. Consequently, the

local tax rate may be reduced. The amount of reduction in the rate will
depend on the assessed valuation of school districts and the amount of
state aid received.

It will be noted that the lcrger the amount of state aid per census
child the larger the number of districts which will receive substantial
amounts of local tax i" te relief. In the column at the extreme right of
this table it will be observed that if as much as $45 per census child
were distributed, there would be 1129 districts in the state which could
reduce their local tax rate by 10 mills or more.

Table XV is a more detailed table which presents data on one appor-
tionment level, namely $5.00 per census child, by counties. The table
showing an amount of $5.00 is used as an example because tiie author feels
that this is a likely figure. If the state were to distribute $1,500,000
of state aid, which sum has frequently been mentioned by persons interested
in this problem, an amount of $5.00 per census child could be distributed.
This table is interpreted as follows: If $5.00 per census child were dis-
tributed to each school district in the state, there would be no districts
in Adams County which could reduce tneir local tax rate by less than .10
mills, 18 districts which could reduce their local rate by from .10 to

1.99 mills, etc. Similarly, in Alamosa County there are no districts
which could reduce their local tax rate by some amount less than .10

mills, 7 districts which could reduce their rate by from .10 to .99 mills,
etc. For the state as a whole (as previously indicated in Table XIV, which
is a summary table, under the column headed "$5" ) there are 23 districts
which could reduce their rates by less than .10 mills, 765 districts which
could reduce their rates by from .10 to .99 mills, etc.

Tables XVI, XVII, and XVIII present this same information for three
other levels, $10, $15, and $20, respectively. These are probably the

most important, or most reasonable, levels. In the Appendix on pages 49

to 54 three other tables showing the effect at lower rotes are given.

These tables, A, E, and C, show the results at rates of $2, $3, and $4,

respectively. With these seven tables based on the school census, four
of which are included in this chapter and three in the Appendix, it should
be possible to interpolate the distribution of districts for almost any
amount of state aid. It will be noted that the summary table presented
earlier, Table XIV, included several rates for which tables are not in-

cluded in the study ($25, $30, $35, $40, and $45). These tables are com-

plete and on file at the Office of the State Superintendent of Public
Instruction but becruse of lack of space are not included herewith.

A study of these tables will show the reader who is interested in this

problem the effect of state aid distributed on this basis of school census.

It is apparent that some counties would receive much greater t^x relief
than others. This is, of course, because some counties have many districts
with low assessed valuations and large numbers of children. Conejos County
is such a county. Assessments in many of its districts are very low and
because there are many children in those districts large amounts of state
aid would be received which would permit substantial amounts of tax rate
reduction. But this is as it should be. Because the county is poor, tax
rotes for school are very high at present. They should be reduced, and a

poor county should receive proportionately more tax relief than a rich
county. Gunnison County is relatively t rich county, and as is usually
the case with rich counties, it has relatively few children. Therefore,
this coi nty would receive less tax relief, or putting it another way, fewer
districts would receive the lrrger amounts of tax relief.

Apportionment Based on Average Daily Attendance

In many respects average daily attendance is a better basis for state
aid than the school census. It is fairer, in that aid is granted for only
those pupils who actually attend school. Where aid is granted on this
basis, regular attendance at school is encouraged in that absence penalizes
the district financially. "No attendance, no state aid" is the motto under
this system. As pointed out earlier, there is no necessarily high relation-
ship between school census and number of pupils attending school. On the

other hand, where large numbers of children attend private or parochial
school, a district may suffer in comparison with a neighboring district
which has fewer such private-school children. While it may be argued that
where pupils attend private schools the district can operate on lower
expenditures, in practice, this plan is obviously not favored by the dis-
tricts thus penalized. Such districts naturally prefer apportionment on
a census basis. It is the opinion of authorities in the field of school
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finance, however, that average daily attendance is a much better basis
for distribution of stete aid than the school census.

In cny event it is desirable to know how state aid distributed on an
A. D. A. basis would operate in Colorado. Table XIX presents a summery
for the state, end shows the effect of state aid at various amounts per
A. D. A. in terms of the number of school districts affected. The table
should be read as follows: For the state as a whole, (reading down the

second column) if $3 per unit of A. D. A. were distributed to the school
districts there would be 163 districts which would get local tax relief to

the extent of less than .10 mills, 1,587 districts which would get tax re-

lief of from .10 to .99 mills, 217 which would get tax relief of from 1.00

to 1.99 mills, etc. If $5 were distributed (see the third column) 73 dis-

tricts would get tax relief of less than .10 mills, 1,288 would get relief
of from .10 to .99 mills, 472 would get relief of from 1.00 to 1.99 mills,
etc.

Again it will be noted that the higher the amount of aid distributed
the larger the amount of tax relief. If as much as 5-45 were distributed
for each unit of A. D. A., there would be 541 districts in the state which
could lower their local tax rates by 10.00 mills or over.
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Apportionment on a Classroom Unit Basis

As was explained in Chapter II of this study the classroom unit is the

most refined measure yet devised for expressing need of school support. In

general a "classroom unit" may be referred to as the number of pupils in a

typical school room. As defined by the National Survey of School Finance

a classroom unit in the larger elementary school consists of 29 pupils and

in larger high schools, 22 pupils. In smaller schools the number of class-

room units is based on a sliding scale.

The classroom unit is a much better unit for appraising, the need of

a school district than either average daily attendance or school census.

In view of the fact that approximately 70% of the cost of maintaining a

school is spent for the salary of the teacher, it is apparent that the

teacher's salary is the most important cost factor involved. Also, it is

evident that a school must have a teacher for each classroom whether there

be one pupil or thirty pupils in the room. If state aid is to be distrib-

uted to public schools, it should be distributed on some fair basis, that

is some basis closely related to the district's actual need. Experts in

the field of school administration generally recognize the fact that the

classroom unit is the best index thus far devised.

Eventually Colorado will use this unit or some very similar unit as

a basis for distributing state aid. For this reason tables have been pre-

pared to indicate the effect of state aid at various levels on a classroom
unit basis in terms of the amount of tax relief which would be effected in

local school districts. Table XX presents a summary for the state. It

shows how many districts would be affected and to what extent they would
be affected in terms of tax relief, should state aid be distributed at

eleven different rates varying from $200 to $1,200 per classroom unit.
Table XX should be interpreted as follows: Reading down the second column
at the left under the heading $200, it will be noted that if $200 per
classroom unit were apportioned to the districts in the state there would
be 2 districts which would receive local tax relief of less than .10 mills;
there would be 35<± districts which would receive from .10 to .99 mills of
local tax relief; there would be 667 districts which would receive from
1.00 to 1.99 mills of local relief, and so on. As was the case in pre-
vious summary tables, it will be noted here that the higher the amount of

aid the larger the number of districts which would receive substantial
amounts of local tax relief. As indicated by the figure at the bottom of
the last column at the right, 1,171 districts in the state could reduce
their local tax rates by 10 mills or more if as much as $1,200 per class-
room unit were distributed to the school districts of the state.

Additional Information in the Appendix and on File at the State Department

It has not proved feasible to include in this chapter all the detailed
information and tables which have been compiled on this subject by this
survey. As explained in the beginning of the chapter, 34 different sets
of computations were made. It is possible by turning to the Appendix of
this study to determine the effect of almost any amount of state aid
(expressed in even dollars) which is likely to be granted in Colorado
on any one of the three bases mentioned. The procedure which should be

followed may be thus explained.

If one wished to determine the effect of the apportionment of state aid
on his particular county, he would proceed as follows: For example, if

state aid were to be distributed on e census basis, the total amount of
state aid which will be available should first be divided by the total
state school census. This will produce a figure showing the amount which
will be available per census child. For instance, presume thct in a given
year $600,000 of state aid is to be distributed on a school census basis and
that the school census is 300,000. Dividing $600,000 by 300,000 gives $2.00
percensus child. Having this figure the reader may turn to Table A in the
Appendix and he will see exactly how many school districts in his particular
county will be affected and to what extent, in terras of local tax relief.
If the resulting figure should include an odd number of cents, as for example,
$2.50, he will have to interpolate between Table A and Table B. He may take
his particular county and note the distribution at $2.00, tfoesa note the
distribution at $3.00. The distribution at $2.50 will of course be approx-
imately half way between the distribution indicated in these two tables.

In conclusion, it should bo noted again that the original computations
and supplementary tables are on file in the Office of the State Superintend-
ent of Public Instruction, Room 127, State Capitol. These original materials
are available to any research worker or other person who is interested in the
problem of state aid. They are not available for circulation but may be usecd

in the St^te Capitol Building.
